However, the Canadian film and its importance are

often outmatched by the big film industry of its neighbour, the United States. . emen, Tendenzen
Especially on an international level, the Canadian film is not always perceived in E
its own value, but as a by-product of the dominant US-film industry. But even

though the Hollywood cinema productions dominate North American film industry,

they are often influenced by Canadian film-makers, actors, etc. while a great

number of US-American films are even shot in Canada.

The course has the objective to situate the Canadian cinema within a North

American context reflecting on great filmmakers and their specific contributions to

world cinema.

The lecture series “The Canadian Film — History, Filmmakers, Perspectives” is part

of the Canadian Film Focus 2011/2012, which started with a series of film

screenings in cooperation with the LEOKINO in winter 2011/2012. It includes two

lecture blocks, several film screenings and the international symposium entitled

"“The Art of Cinema - Canada versus the United States" which takes place on

March 29 / 30.
