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When and how the Greek world influenced the Daunian culture? The 
phenomenon of acculturation will be analized through general criteria (imports, 
kilns and production marks, contexts and grave groups) and examining forms, 
techniques and decoration of the indigenous ceramics and the locally produced 
manufactures of direct Greek inspiration.
