You can't beat Gibbs and Runge 

 

 
Suppose you sample an analytic function f in n equispaced points in [-1,1]. Can you use this data to 

approximate f in a manner that converges exponentially as n → ∞? 

Many algorithms have been proposed that are effective for practical values of n, but we prove that they 

must all fail in the limit n → ∞: Exponential convergence implies exponential ill-conditioning.
